To measure organically bound tritium in muscle, we first remove water from the muscle
through a freeze-drying process that takes about a week. Next, the dried meat is soaked
in water to wash off any remaining water-soluble tritium (four times in total), and freeze-

dried again for one week. This process alone takes half a month.
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
